PARISH COUNCIL NEWS ð MARCH 

BURIAL GROUNDñ The burial grounds outside the walls of the main Church Yard are owned and maintained by 
the Parish Council and as such are not subject to the new rules which have recently been introduced by the 
Diocese for graves in the main Church Yard.  Council Members understand that this may have caused confusion 
for some people and offer their apologies.  

The Council does have its own regulations regarding use of the burial grounds and a copy of these can be 
obtained from the Parish Clerk or found on the Councilõs web site. 

PLAYING FIELD PATHñ Some complaints have been received about the condition of the pathway which runs 
from the Council car park to opposite the entrance to the school. We have had the path inspected and there are 
certain areas which need a top dressing and this needs to be carried out later in the spring. 

However the path was constructed and paid for by Shropshire Council to create a ôpark and strideõ project for 
the school children after the two schools were combined and a request has been made for them to undertake 
any necessary work. 

DOGSñ An increasing number of complaints have been received about dog fouling throughout the Parish and the 
behaviour of some dogs on the playing field. It is an offence to allow a dog, which you are responsible for, to 
foul and not clear it up immediately, when in a public space. Owners can be fined between Ã50 and Ã80 on the 
spot by an authorised officer if they fail to clear up and the Council is asking the area dog control officer to 
spend time in the Parish in an attempt to address the problem. 

Owners are also reminded that dogs should be kept on a lead on the playing field and kept well away from the 
play area and the football pitch. 

APOLOGYñ In last monthõs Council minutes it was inadvertently stated that a planning enforcement order had 
been placed on The Warren at Edgebolton, when it should have stated on ôland adjacent to The Warrenõ.

NEWS FROM ST MARYôS CHURCH 

THOUGH WE ARE MANYé 
 

As I write this, HM Government has recently announced that the country has moved from a ñcontainò phase to a 
ñdelayò phase for managing our response to the coronavirus, COVID-19.  The Church of England, in responding to 
the information provided, has asked churches to change their practices, including stopping us from sharing wine at 
Holy Communion.  By the time you read this (around 15 days later), itôs likely that the rules will have changed 
again.  There may even come a point when we are asked to stop services for a while, and Iôm making plans for 
what to do in case that happens. 

Thereôs a line in the Holy Communion service which says ñThough we are many, we are one body, because we all 
share in one breadò.  With Easter rapidly approaching, the thought that we not be able gather together for Holy 
Communion on the biggest festival of the Christian calendar saddens me deeply.  However, it is not our sharing of 
bread, wine or fellowship in a big old building that makes Christians into one body.  It is our shared faith in ñthe 
living breadò, our Saviour, Jesus Christ, who saves us from our sins and offers us eternal life in all its fullness. 

This Easter, wherever you are on the day, I pray that you will encounter the living God who is above all things 
and, even in times of fear and worry, offers hope that leads to everlasting joy. 

May Godôs blessing rest upon you.
